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RULES OF ADMISSION  

TO RUSSIAN STATE SOCIAL UNIVERSITY IN 2009

1.1. The Rules of Admission to Russian State Social University (hereinafter “RSSU”, “University”) in 2009 (hereinafter “Rules”) have been developed on the basis of the Russian Federation legislation in the sphere of education, including:
·    RF “Education Act” of  10 July, 1992  № 3266-1;

· Federal Law of 9 February, 2007  № 17-FZ “On the Alteration of the RF “Education Act” and the Federal Law “On Higher and Postgraduate Professional Education” with regard to the Unified State Examination Conducting”; 
· Federal Law of 24 October, 2007  № 232-FZ “On the Alteration of Certain Legislative Acts of the Russian Federation (with regard to the determination of higher vocational education levels)”; 
· Federal Law of 10 February, 2009  № 18-FZ “ On the Alteration of Certain Legislative Acts of the Russian Federation regarding Activities of Federal Universities”; 
· Order of the Ministry of Education and Science of the Russian Federation of  26 December, 2008 № 396 “On the Approval of the Procedure for Admission to State and Municipal Institutions of Higher Professional l Education in 2009/2010 Academic Year”;

1.2. The present Rules regulate admission to RSSU and its branches for the Russian Federation citizens to follow basic educational programs of higher professional education paid from the federal budget resources, under contracts that regulate payment for education by natural and/or legal persons, as well as specify peculiarities of admission tests procedure for citizens with limited capacities. 
1.3. Admission to RSSU and its branches to start the first year of the Bachelor’s and Specialist’s programs is based on:

1.3.1.  The results of the Unified State Examination (hereinafter – “USE”) in the general subjects in accordance with the study branches (qualifications) being entered, unless otherwise stipulated by the RF law in the sphere of education, and the results of additional admission tests (if any) for applicants with general secondary or secondary professional education.

In accordance with the List of study branches (qualifications) that require additional admission tests of creative and/or professional character when entering the University to follow the Bachelor’s degree and Specialist’s training programs, approved by the Order of the Ministry of Education and Science of the Russian Federation dated September 5, 2008, № 256, when entering RSSU or its branches to follow the Bachelor’s and Specialist’s programs the applicant is to pass additional admission tests of creative and/or professional character in study branches (qualifications), which require certain creative, physical and/or psychological capacities, in the subjects that are not included in USE.
1.3.2. The results of the admission tests held according to the RSSU (its branch) format for the citizens: 

with general secondary education, received before January 1, 2009, who want to follow external (evening) and extramural forms of education;

with secondary professional education, who want to follow the Bachelor’s and Specialist’s programs;

with general secondary education, received in foreign educational institutions.

If applicants, who have a right to be admitted by the results of the admission tests held according to the RSSU (its branch) format, submit the USE results on relevant general subjects, the RSSU (its branch) considers the USE results as admission tests results on such subjects.
1.3.3. The results of admission tests held according to the RSSU (its branch) format, the list and form of which is specified by RSSU itself, for the citizens:

with secondary professional education to follow the abridged Bachelor’s or Specialist’s programs, realized as a step of the higher professional education of the appropriate profile;

with higher professional education to follow the Bachelor’s and Specialist’s programs. 

1.3.4. Admission of the citizens with limited health capacities 
(people with afflictions or/ and insufficient mental development, including deaf, blind people, people with speech disorder, locomotive disorder, etc.) can be based either on the results of USE or on the results of admission tests held by RSSU (its branch) (without the USE results). Their peculiarities are specified in Chapter 6 of the Rules. 

1.3.5. The USE results, which are considered as admission tests results in general subjects relevant to the study branch (qualification) and prove passing of admission tests in general subjects, must not be lower than the minimum amount of scores stated by the Federal Education and Science Supervision Agency for the USE results in such subjects. The results prove mastering of the main educational program of general secondary education in accordance with the Federal State Educational Standard requirements for the current year. 

The scores of the admission tests in general subjects in general subjects relevant to the study branch (qualification) that are held according to the RSSU (its branch) format for the citizens mentioned in p.p. 1.3.2 – 1.3.4 of the Rules and prove passing of admission tests in these subjects must not be lower than the minimum amount of scores stated by the Federal Education and Science Supervision Agency for the USE results.
1.4. Information based on the past years statistic data on admission and competitive situation: 

RSSU has a right to set the minimum amount of test scores on the CSE results that proves passing entrance examinations on specialized liberal arts, but exceeds the amount stated by the Federal Education and Science Supervision Service, which proves the assimilation of the main educational program of intermediate (full) general education;

RSSU sets the minimum amount of the test scores that proves passing additional entrance examinations of creative or/and professional character. 

The set minimum amount of test scores can’t be changed by the RSSU before the end of admission procedure.

1.5. The admission to the RSSU and its branches is realized separately according to the Bachelor’s, Specialist’s and Master programs paid from federal budget resources based on competitive system, if there in nothing else stated by the legislation of the Russian Federation. Admission conditions guarantee that the most capable and prepared enrollees are to be admitted to the RSSU.

In 2009 RSSU (main University) realizes admission on the educational directions (specialties) listed in the Appendix 1 to the present rules. 

In 2009 RSSU branches realize admission on the educational directions (specialties) listed in the Appendix 2 to the present Rules. 

1.6. Admission to the Master’s program is realized upon citizen’s application forms based on the results of entrance examinations held according to the RSSU format.

1.7. If an enrollee is going to gain his/her first higher professional education, then the RSSU and its branches allow an enrollee to have the place paid from federal budget resources to study main educational programs of higher professional education. 

If an enrollee doesn’t provide the information on already gained higher professional education of the appropriate level on the moment of entering the RSSU (its branches) and applies for the place paid from federal budget resources, he/she is duly liable in accordance with the legislation of the Russian Federation. 
1.8. Admission to the RSSU (its branches) on the second and following years, including transfer from another University is realized upon accreditation examinations held according to the RSSU (its branches) format.

1.9. The RSSU and its branches have preparatory courses for intramural, evening and extramural forms of education. 

The RSSU (its branches) guarantee enrollees the freedom to choice the form of education. 

1.10. The RSSU (its branches) admits enrollees with intermediate professional education of the relevant profile to follow the abridged Bachelor’s or Specialist’s program. 

Enrollees with intermediate professional education of the relevant profile are admitted on the first year. 

1.11. Enrollees with higher professional education are admitted to the RSSU and its branches on the first and following years. Enrollees with higher professional education are admitted to the RSSU and its branches on the first year, if in a document of the State format on the higher professional education there is no information on the amount of hours dedicated to the certain subjects. The above mentioned persons are admitted to the RSSU upon the results of the entrance examinations held according to the RSSU (its branches) format on the liberal arts relevant to the specialty applying and upon the results of additional entrance examinations of creative and/or professional character (in case they are held).

 The RSSU (its branches) admits enrollees with higher professional education to follow the abridged programs. 

Enrollees with higher professional education are admitted on the first and following years. 

1.12. The RSSU (its branches) admit enrollees to follow the abridged programs under contracts of self-paid education.

The 2009 list of specialties that the RSSU (its branches) admit enrollees to follow abridged programs is in the Appendixes 1, 2 to the present Rules. 

1.13. Every year the Federal Education Agency in concurrence with the Ministry of Education and Science of the Russian Federation specifies control figures and quotas on the amount of citizens to be admitted on the places paid from federal budget resources (hereafter budget places).

Distribution of please paid from federal budget resources to admit students on the first year of the RSSU and its branches is realized upon the Rector’s Order based on the RSSU Academic Board decision within the limits of the admission control figures. 
1.14. The RSSU (its branch) has a right to admit objectively enrollees within the limits of budget places in accordance with the contracts between the RSSU and any public authorities, local bodies to contribute in preparation of specialists of a certain profile and to organize a separate competition.

1.15. The amount of budget places to admit enrollees to the RSSU (its branches) on the second and following years is defined as difference between budget places for the first year of a certain specialty and the actual amount of students studying this specialty on a certain year. 

1.16. The RSSU and its branches in accordance with the Educational legislation of the Russian Federation realizes admission of citizens above the fixed amount of budget places (control figures) for them to follow programs under the contracts of paid education in the amount agreed with the Federal Education Agency (Rosobrazovaniye), within the limits of head count set by the license to realize the educational activity. 

Parties sign a contract on rendering paid educational services in case an enrollee (natural and legal persons) is admitted on the place paid not from federal budget resources. Contract parties are the Customer (natural and legal persons) and the Executor (the RSSU). The contract is singed when an enrollee is applying for the non-budget place. Doing this an enrollee puts his signature that he read the Statute concerning the terms of payment of the educational services in the RSSU (its branches).

2. ORGANIZATION OF APPLICANTS ENROLLMENT TO RSSU
2.1. The RSSU Admission Committee realizes the organization of enrolment to the RSSU and its branches by results of the unified national exam, including the organization of holding additional introductory examination for creative and (or) professional orientation, the organization of enrolment by results of introductory or attestation examination and the nomination to the RSSU (its branch).

Director of the RSSU Admissions is the principal.

2.2. The structure, powers and the work’s order of the Admission Committee are determined by the statement about it, which is approved by the principal of the University.

2.3. The work of the Admission Committee and the paperwork, and also the direct consultation of enrollees and their parents (official representatives) are organized by the executive secretary. Executive secretary is appointed by the principal of the University.

2.4.  
Search committee for the organization of the enrolment and for holding of a competitive tender selection is formed at the RSSU faculties. The search committee is the structural subdivision of the RSSU Admission Committee. The structure of the search committee is approved by the RSSU principal’s order.

2.5. At the RSSU branches are formed Search committees – RSSU branch’s Admission Committees. The branch’s Director of Admissions is appointed by the RSSU principal’s order. The branch’s Admission Committees is accounted in their work to the RSSU Admission Committee.
2.6. The questions of the enrolment to the first year in the RSSU branches are fixed up by the RSSU Admission Committee on the ground of the appropriate RSSU branch’s Admission Committee’s decisions.
2.7. For the organization and realization of the introductory examination to the RSSU and its branches for the handicapped citizens and persons specified in the present rules in subparagraphs 1.3.2. and 1.3.3., and of the introductory examination for the master’s degree, additional introductory examination for creative and (or) professional orientation is approved the structure of the RSSU (its branch) examination and review committees  by the Director of Admissions.

The structure and the work’s order of the examination and review committees are determined by the statement about it, which is approved by the principal of the University.
2.8. reviewAttestation and   committees 
are built up for the organization and realization of the attestation examination for the enrolment to the second and following years. The organization order, the structure, powers and the work’s order of the Attestation and  review committees and also the attestation testing procedure are determined by the statement about it, which is approved by the principal of  the RSSU. 

2.9. During the enrolment to the RSSU and its branches the principal is securing the respecting for the citizens rights in the educational field, which are Russian Federationestablished by the  legislation
, publicity and the work openness of the Admission Committee, the objectivity of the competence and enrolment’s polarities  judging, the availability of the Admission Committee direction during all the times of the enrolment.
2.10. RSSU Admission Committee controls the unified national exam  information
, the results of the unified national exam, and also has the right to check other educational documents, which the enrollee gives.

The main form of the unified national exam results checking is sending the data request to the Federal Data Base of the unified national exam entrants and their results. Such request is sent about the enrollee’s participation in the unified national exam. The goal of the request is to confirm the truth of the unified national exam results, which are indicated by the enrollee or are contained in the given unified national exam results certificate.

3. APPLICANTS INFORMING ORGANIZATION
3.1. RSSU (branch) announces citizens’ enrolment for core educational programmes training involving teaching certificate of these educational programmes only.

3.2. To acquaint an entrant and/or entrant’s parents/legal representatives with the RSSU (branch) regulations, the teaching certificate, the RSSU (branch) certificate on the state accreditation of each core educational programme (speciality) granting the right to issue of the state sample document of higher education, the core educational programmes of Highest Vocational Education which are implemented in RSSU, and other documents which regulate the educational process organization and the work of the Selection committee, RSSU (branch) places the indicated documents at the RSSU (branch) Selection committee information stand and on the official site of University.

3.3. Prior to the beginning of the documents acceptance, RSSU (branch) Selection committee declares the following:
3.3.1. By the 1st of February:
- RSSU admittance rules in 2009;

- the list of courses (specialities) which RSSU (branch) announces admittance on according to the teaching certificate (appendix 1, 2 hereof);
- the list of the general subjects entrance examinations for each course (speciality) according to the List of higher education institution entrance examinations affirmed by the Ministry of Education and Science of the Russian Federation order № 365 dd 28.11.2008 (appendix 3, 4 hereof);

- the list and forms of the additional creative and/or professional entrance examinations for courses (specialities) requiring from entrants certain creative abilities, physical and/or psychological qualities (appendix 3, 4 hereof), their programmes, holding rules (RSSU entrance examinations regulations for 2009);

- the list and forms of the entrance examinations for persons with higher education;

- the list of the entrance examinations for Master's degree programmes courses (appendix 3 hereof) and certification tests for the 1st year and following (RSSU entrance examinations regulations for 2009);

- peculiarities of the entrance examinations for persons with limited capacity (appendix 5, 6 hereof, RSSU entrance examinations regulations for 2009);

- information about Unified State Examination holding terms set by Federal Service for Supervision of Education and Science for USE pass for persons who have no USE results.

3.3.2. By the 1st of April:

- the forms of entrance examinations for persons mentioned in 1.3.2 hereof;

- the list and forms of entrance examinations for entrants with intermediate vocational education for shortened bachelor degree training or shortened specialist training implemented by Highest Vocational Education degree according to a profile;

- entrance examinations programmes held independently by the University and the rules of their delivery.

3.3.3. By the 1st of June: 

- total number of places for freshmen to occupy in every course (speciality);
- number of state-financed places for freshmen to occupy in every course (speciality);
- number of state-financed target places to occupy in every course (speciality);
- total number of places to occupy in every course (speciality) by tuition contracts ;
- entrance organisation order (by speciality or by training courses, by groups of specialities, faculty or university in tote);

- rules of appealing and hearing by results of the extra creative and/or vocational entrance examinations, entrance examinations and certification tests;

- information about hall (-s) of residence avaliability and number of places for entrants from other towns in them;

- contract sample for entrants by tuition contracts.

3.3.4. By the 20th of June:

- USE results confirming successful pass of general core subjects entrance examinations included in the list of entrance examinations for each higher educational course (for both state-financed and tuition places entrants);

- timing of entrance examinations for training by Master’s degree programme and certification tests for the 2nd and following years;

- the number of vacant state-financed places for entrants of the 2nd and following years for each course (specialisation).

The RSSU Selection committee must give information about the place of registration for the USE pass during the additional terms of the USE holding in a constituent entity at the location of RSSU (branch) to the entrants who submit personally and have no USE results.
3.4. Information concerned in sub-items 3.2, 3.3 hereof is placed on the RSSU (branch) information stand and on the official site of University.
3.5. During documents application the RSSU (branch) Selection committee daily informs about the number of entered requests placing this information on the RSSU (branch) Selection committee information stand and on the official site of University, organizes special phonelines to answer the entrants’ questions.
4. ADMISSION OF APPLICANT’S DOCUMENTS
4.1 
The admission of documents to the first year at RSSU (branch) for studying under Bachelor’s Degree programmes and Specialist’s training programmes starts on the 20th of June.


According to the Procedure of Unified State Examination approved by the Ministry of Education and Science of the Russian Federation the entrants who have no results of the USE are to register till the 5th of July for passing it.
4.2 Accepting of applications and documents at RSSU (and its branches) to the first year is carried out by the Admission Committee during the following dates:

4.4 
Accepting of applications and documents at RSSU (and its branches) to the second and further years for studying under Bachelor’s Degree programmes for enrolment based on academic transcript of a standard pattern (including the order of transfer from other universities), diploma of state standard about incomplete high professional education is held during the periods from the 20th of June 2009 to the 25yh of August 2009 and from the 20th of December 2009 to the 22nd of January 2010.

4.5 
Entering RSSU and its branches for studying under main educational programmes of higher professional education is carried oout on the personal application of the citizens.

4.6 
A person entering RSSU (branch) to the first year for studying under Bachelor’s Degree programmes and Specialist’s training programmes has the rule to apply for several specialities, different forms of getting education realizing main educational pragrammes of RSSU (branch). The admission of entrants can be carried out both to the state-financed places and to contract places with paying of training cost, both to RSSU (branch) and other universities at the same time.

4.7 
When submitting an application for admission at RSSU (branch) the entrant presents the original or attested copy of identity documents and the document of state educational standard (original of its copy) and also necessary number of photos.

When admitting to the first year the entrant presents the original or attested copy of certificate with the USE results.

If the original or attested copy of certificate with the USE results can’t be presented on the external reasons at the moment of the submitting an application for admission the entrant provides information about passing the USE and its results (or about the place of passing the USE during the additional period of setting the USE). It is also necessary to denote the reason of the absence of the certificate.

If the entrant presents documents personally the Admission Committee of RSSU (branch) may attest the copy by the original and accept it.

4.8 
Applications to the first year are accepted from persons who have a document of state standard about intermediate (full) general education or intermediate professional education and also a document of state standard about elementary professional education if it has a note about getting intermediate (full) general education by the presenter.

4.9 
Applications to the second and further years are accepted from persons who have a diploma of state standard about incomplete higher professional education, academic transcript of a standard pattern or a document of state standard about higher professional education of different levels.

4.10 
Applications for studying under Master’s Degree programmes are accepted from persons who have a document of state standard about higher professional education of different levels.

4.11 
Getting education for the first time on the main educational programmes of higher professional education of different levels is not considered as getting of second higher professional education:

- to earn Specialist’s Degree for persons who have a document of state standard about higher professional education conferring a Bachelor’s Degree on the person;

- to earn Master’s Degree for persons who have a document of state standard about higher professional education conferring a Bachelor’s Degree or a Specialist’s Degree on the person. 
4.12. At submission of the application for reception in RSCU and its branches (the Appendix 11, 12 to the present Rules) on the first course for training under bachelor degree programs and programs of preparation the specialist entrant gives following documents:

· The original and/or a copy of the identity paper;

· The original and/or a copy of the state sample education document, specified in item 4.8. the present rules;

· The original and/or a copy of the certificate of UNE;

· Originals and-or notarized copies of the documents giving under the legislation of the Russian Federation the right to benefits at delivery in RSCU;

· 6 identical black-and-white matte photos in the size 3х4 sm.

4.13. The persons entering on target places, alongside with the documents specified in item 4.12. The present rules, give the original of the state sample documents of education and the certificate of USE, and also a written direction of the Customer on entrance in RSSU (branch).

4.14. In the application acting the fact of familiarization with the license for educational activity and the state accreditation certificate and appendices to them in the chosen direction of preparation (speciality) or absence of this certificate is assured by the personal signature of the entrant.

In the same order by the signature of entrant is recorded the following:

- Reception the Highest Vocational Education of this level for the first time;

- Familiarization with date of representation of the original certificate of education and the certificate of USE;

- Familiarization with rules of appealing at reception on the first course by results of entrance tests, additional entrance creative and (or) a professional orientation tests and attestative tests.

4.15. The receipt issue to entrant by personal document delivery.

4.16. The persons having the special rights at entry in RSSU (branch), established by the legislation of the Russian Federation, as well as the person with the limited opportunities of health give relevant documents at filing of the application.

4.17. The entrant can forward the application for admission on the first course, as well as necessary documents through operators of a public mail service (further – by mail). 

The documents directed by mail, are accepted by university not later the terms established by items 4.1., 4.2., 4.3., 4.4. the present rules for completion of reception of documents.

4.18. Entrant encloses copies of the identity paper, of the state sample education documents, the certificate of USE, and also other documents provided by the rules when using mail.

4.19. Entrant forward documents through operators of a public mail service by registered mail with the delivery confirmation and the list of enclosures. The confirmation and the certified list of enclosures are entitling acknowledgement of reception the entrant’s documents.

4.20. At submission of the application for reception in RSSU and its branches on the second and the subsequent courses entrant gives following documents:

· The original and-or a copy of the identity paper;

· The original and-or a copy of one of following documents:

     - state-recognized degree of the different levels Highest Vocational Education; 

     - state-recognized degree of incomplete Highest Vocational Education;

     - Standard academic record of incomplete Highest Vocational Education;

     - A copy of the mark book where the applicant is trained by now (at the decision of a question on transfer by way of translation) certified by that university;

· 5 identical black-and-white matte photos in the size 3х4 sm.

4.21. There is a personal file on everyone entrant where the handed over documents and materials of entrance tests, additional entrance creative and (or) a professional orientation tests, certification tests (including an extract from the record of the appeal commission’s decision) are stored.

Personal files of entrants are stored in RSCU (branch) within six months the moment of the beginning of documents reception.
4.22. Those entrants who presented obviously false documents to Selection committee RSSU (branch), bear the responsibility stipulated by the legislation of the Russian Federation.

5. ADMISSION TESTS
5.1.  The list of enter tests in institute of higher education is approved by the order of the Ministry of Education and Science of the Russian Federation from 28th November, 2008 No365 (it is registered by the Department of Justice of the Russian Federation on December, 19th, 2008, file number 12898) (hereinafter - the List of enter tests).

RSSU has the right to establish not less than three enter tests from the List of enter tests.
RSSU establishes not less than two enter tests of the List of admission tests at admission to a study branch (qualification) with supplementary creative and\or professional specialties. 

There are required tests in Russian and core general subject in the list of enter tests established by RSSU.

5.2.  All enter tests carrying out in RSSU format (branch) independently at admission for the first year, including supplementary enter tests of creative and\or professional specialties, are finished not later on July, 25th 
(Except for distance education admission).
5.3. Results of all enter tests, including supplementary enter tests, are made on a hundred-point marking scale.
5.4. In 2009 year the list of enter tests in RSSU (head university) is presented in the Appendix 3 to the present Rules.
In 2009 year the list of enter tests in the branches of RSSU is presented in the Appendix 4 to the present Rules.

5.5. Supplementary enter tests of creative and\or professional specialties are carried out in RSSU format (branch) independently in the form fixed by the present Rules.

5.6. RSSU independently establishes a quantity, a list, a program and a form of carrying out of enter tests at admission for training under programs of magistracy.

5.7. RSSU independently establishes the quantity, programs and the form of carrying out of attestation tests at admission for the second and the follow years, including the persons with the higher professional education. 
5.8. The chairman of admission committee of RSSU states appellate and examining commissions for the organization and carrying out of enter tests for disabled persons and ones specified in items 1.3.2. and 1.3.3. of the present Rules, enter tests for training under programs of a magistracy, supplementary tests of creative and/or professional specialties (in case of their carrying out).
The rector of the university approves the authority and the order of activity of the examining and appellate commissions in its regulations. 

5.9. Attestation and appellate commissions are created in RSSU for the organization and carrying out of attestation tests at admission for the second and the follow years. The order of formation, structure, authority and the order of activity of the attestation and appeal commissions, and also procedures of carrying out of attestation tests, are determined by the appropriate statements which were approved by the rector of the university.

5.10. Results of winners and prize-winners of the final stage of the All-Russian school Olympiad, the members of combined teams of the Russian Federation participated in the international Olympiads on general educational subjects and generated in the order determined by the Ministry of Education and Sciences of the Russian Federation, are admitted by RSSU and its branches as the highest results of enter tests (100 points) on these general educational subjects at admission on the training orientation (speciality) mismatching a structure of Olympiad.
5.11. Results of winners and prize-winners of the Moscow Olympiad of schoolchildren of  2009 (the Moscow mathematical Olympiad) on the mathematic, the Moscow Olympiad of schoolchildren (the Incorporated interuniversity mathematical Olympiad) on the mathematic, the Moscow Olympiad of schoolchildren on geography, the Moscow Olympiad of schoolchildren on linguistics (foreign languages), the Moscow Olympiad of schoolchildren on the physic are admitted by RSSU and its branches as the highest results of enter tests (100 points) on the general educational subjects appropriate to a structure of Olympiad.
5.12. In RSSU (branch) supplementary entrer tests of creative and\or professional specialties are carried out in the form of:

 - written test (creative test for entering on a Journalism speciality);

- practical test (drawing, painting and a composition are for entering on a Design speciality; the General physical training is for entering on a speciality of Physical training for persons with health deviations (adaptive physical training);

- interviews, listenings (for entering on a speciality of Amateur and folk arts);

- testings (for entering on a speciality of social-cultural activity).  

Programs of supplementary enter tests of creative and\or professional specialties are formed by RSSU in view of the federal state educational standard of the general secondary education (full).

5.13. Supplementary enter tests of creative and\or professional specialties can start not before taking of documents and be carried out with some stages as far as test groups formation from the persons submitted necessary documents and also can be carried out by the persons, who are not having certificates on USE results, in parallel with pass of USE at additional terms of carrying out of USE. 

5.14. Enter tests for the persons having the general secondary education (full), received till the 1st of January, 2009, at admission for the first year for training on internal and extra-mural (evening) and distance education forms are carried out in RSSU format (branch) independently according to the established List of enter tests. The list of enter tests and forms of their carrying out for the above-stated persons are presented in Appendixes 3, 4 to the present Rules.

Enter tests at admission in RSSU (branch) for the first year for training on internal and extra-mural (evening) and distance education forms are carried out: 
- on Russian is a dictation form;

- on the literature is an exposition form;

- on the mathematic is in writing form;

-on history, geography, foreign language, biology, social science, physic - in the form of testing.

Supplementary entrance tests of creative and\or professional orientation are carried out according to item 5.12. of the present Rules (in case of their carrying out).

5.15. Enter tests for the persons having average vocational training, at admission in RSSU (branch) for the first year for training under Bachelor programs and Specialist programs on a relevant specialty and also for the persons having the average (full) general education received in educational institutes of the foreign states, are carried out in RSSU format (branch) independently according to the established List of enter tests. The list of enter tests and forms of their carrying out for the above-stated persons are presented in Appendices 7, 8 to the present Rules.
Enter tests at admission in RSSU (branch) for the first year for the above-stated persons are carried out:

- on Russian - in the form of a dictation;

- on the literature - in the form of the essay;

- on the mathematic - in written form;

- on history, geography, foreign language, biology, social science, physic - in the form of testing.

Supplementary enter tests of creative and\or professional specialties for the above-stated persons are carried out according to item 5.12. of the present Rules (in case of their carrying out).

5.16. The first year enter examinations for applicants with The Intermediate Vocational Education entering to short-term Bachelor program or short-term Specialist program that are considered as The Highest Vocational Education on relevant specialty as well as for applicants with HVE entering to Bachelor program or Specialist program on short-term form (or on standard terms) in Russia State Social University (branch) are held independently according to conditions of RSSU (branch). The list of enter examinations for the applicants mentioned above is stipulated in the Appendix 9 and 10 of the present guidance.

The additional enter examinations for creative and/or professional specialties for the applicants mentioned above are held according to the conditions in the appendix 5.12 of the present guidance (in case they are held).

5.17. The MA program enter examinations are held according to conditions of RSUU orally (the appendix 3 of the present guidance).

5.18. All issues relating to the second or upper year entering handled by the Admission Committee of RSSU. These issues are based on results of admission interviews of professional specialties that are estimated on the 100 score scale and the following document of the applicant are examined: Higher education diploma with any degree, undergraduate vocational education certificate; academic record certificate of undergraduate education.

The members and authority of Admission Committee of RSSU is approved by the order of the President RSSU. The entry interviews where all questions to the applicant and its answers and brief comments of Admissions (summary) are recorded.

5.19. The atmosphere during the entry examinations, additional entry examinations for creative and/or professional specialties as well as during admission examinations should be calm and friendly giving the applicants an opportunity to fully show the level of knowledge and skills.

5.20. It is forbidden to consider the results of preliminary courses final examinations as the entry examinations or as supplementary enter examination of creative and/or professional specialties.

5.21. The timetable of enter examinations, supplementary enter examinations of creative and/or professional specialties and admission examinations (subject, date, time, examination group, place of examination, tutorial, examination result date) is approved by the chairman of the Admission Committee or by its Deputy and is informed applicants before June 20. On the timetable of enter examination, supplementary entry examinations of creative and/or professional specialties, on MA program entry examinations and Admission examinations the names of the chairman and the members of the Admission Committee are not indicated.

The applicants pass the entry and admission examinations in the Russian (except foreign language enter examinations).

5.22. The terms of enter examinations held under conditions and materials of the United State Examinations are scheduled by Russia Educational Inspection.

5.23. The enter examinations for the applicants who enter the Federal budget-paid places (under general competition, under target admission, under out-of-competition terms) as well as for the applicants who enter under fee-form conditions on relevant specialty or relevant course are similar.

5.24. The applicants who take the application documents away after the admission period is over and those who get the score below the established minimum on entry examinations quit the competition.

5.25. The applicants who can not attend the entry examinations or supplementary enter examinations of creative and/or professional specialty on reasonable excuse (illness or other circumstances verified documentary) are allowed to pass the examinations with alternative group on the next entry examinations, supplementary enter examinations of creative and/or professional specialty or separately till the enter examinations period is over.

5.26. At the organization of pass of enter tests, supplementary enter tests of creative and/or professional specialty on each orientation (specialty) of the higher vocational education by some streams repeated pass of enter tests, supplementary enter tests of creative and/or professional specialties is not allowed.

6. PECULIARITIES OF ADMISSION TESTS FOR PEOPLE

WITH DISABILITIES
6.1.   In the event that physically challenged entrants have no USE certificate, they take examinations, which are determined by RSSU according to the List of preliminary examinations, and additional entrance tests of creative or professional orientation. The entrants take examinations in the form which is ordered independently by RSSU with a glance to the psychophysical peculiarities, individual abilities and level of health of such entrants.

The duration of the preliminary examinations can be lengthened relatively to the time of holding respective subject ISE.

The List of preliminary examinations to RSSU (the leading university) in 2009 and forms of their holding for physically challenged people are submitted in the Appendix 5.

The List of preliminary examinations to the branches of RSSU in 2009 and forms of their holding for physically challenged people are submitted in the Appendix 6.
6.2. Admission tests in RSSU or its branch for the first year to full-time, postal and on-site and off-site tuition for physically challenged people are held

- Russian exam – in form of dictation;

- literature exam – in form of composition;

- mathematics exam – in written form;

- history/geography/foreign language/biology/social science/physics – in form of test.
6.3. Additional admission tests of creative or professional orientation for physically challenged people are held according to paragraph 5.12 hereof.
6.4. Preliminary examinations to RSSU or its branch for physically challenged people who are entering the university on magistracy training program are held in verbal form according to the Appendixes 5 and 6.
6.5. The university ensures the fulfillment of the following requirements during preliminary examinations:

 
- Examinations are held in certain lecture room, the number of entrants shouldn’t exceed: while holding writing exams – 12 people, while holding verbal exams – 6 people. Presence of more entrants and holding examination of physically challenged entrants and entrants without health problems in the same lecture room is allowed if the situation doesn’t raise difficulties for entrants. 

- The duration of the preliminary examinations can be lengthened relatively to the time of holding respective subject ISE.

- An assistant helps entrants with a glance to their individual peculiarities (to take a seat, to walk, to read and to get the work up properly, to communicate with an examiner.

- The entrants are provided with a written instruction on preliminary examination  procedure.

- The entrants  can use necessary technical equipment according to their physical peculiarities.

- Material and technical conditions should ensure that entrants can easily get to the lecture rooms, WCs and other rooms and stay there. That means that the premises should be equiped with ramps, handrails, widened doorways, lifts, special chairs and other appliances. If there are no lifts, the audience should be situated on the ground floor.

Additionaly while holding preliminary examinations the university ensures fulfillment of the following requirements according to the categories of physically challenged entrants:

a) for the blind:

· an assistant reads aloud the tasks and instructions; entrants dictate writing tests to an assistant;

b) for the visually impaired

· entrants are provided with balancing illumination no less than 300 lux;

· entrants are provided with magnifying glasses;

· tasks and instructions are typed in large print (16-20);

c) for the deaf and the hard-of-hearing:

· entrants are provided with sound-amplifying equipment for common use; entrants can also use individual  sound-amplifying equipment when necessary; a signer can also be invited to assist as needed;

d) for entrants with speech disturbance, the deaf and the hard-of-hearing all the preliminary examinations can be held in writing.

7. GENERAL RULES OF SUBMISSION AND 

CONSIDERATION OF APPEALS
7.1. Where the entrants are of opinion that determined order of examinations was upset or they are dissatisfied with the results of entrance tests, certification test  or additional entrance tests of creative and (or) professional orientation,  they are entitled to submit a written formal appeal (further – "appeal") to the Appeals Committee.

In case of carrying out an examination in writing, entrant may learn his/her work in an order established by the RSSU.

The order of submission and consideration of appeal subsequent to the results of entrance tests carried out in the format of the RSSU is regulated by the Rules of submission and consideration of appeals subsequent to the results of entrance tests in the Russian State Social University.

7.2. Appeal consideration is not a repeating of a test. During appeal consideration the correctness of an appraisal of the results of an entrance test is checked only.

7.3. The appeal is submitted by the entrant personally the next day after the announcement of results of examination. Thus the appellant has the right to learn his/her work in an order established by the RSSU. The Admission Committee provides reception of appeals within all working day. 

Appeals’ considerations are spent throughout the day after the date of inspection of examination-papers. 

7.4. Appellant has the right to attend the appeal consideration.

The appellant should have the document of identification and examination-paper about him/her. 

7.5. With the minor entrant (till 18 years), except the minors determined completely capable before attainment of majority according to the law (the Family code of the Russian Federation), one of parents or legal representatives, has the right to attend. 

7.6. After the appeal consideration the Appeals Committee pronounce the decision on an estimation of examination.

7.7. In case of outbreak of differences the Appeals Committee take a ballot, and the decision is made by majority of votes. The drawn in the form of protocol decision of the Appeals Committee is brought to the appellant’s notice (under signed receipt).

8. ORGANIZATION OF THE TARGET ADMISSION
8.1.   For the purpose of the assistance to state and municipal organizations in the training of specialists on the appropriate educational level the RSSU (the branch) carries out the special admission within the limits of seats financed from the federal budget of the Russian Federation on a basis of treaties on special admission concluded with state or local authorities (further –Customer). The treaties are adjusted with the Federal Agency of Education and there is an individual competition for these seats.
8.2. RSSU examines the applications for special admission received from the state local authorities and decides how many seats would be marked out for each orientation of training (speciality) and then gives information about the quantity of budget seats.

The quantity of seats for special admission for each orientation of training (speciality) is determined by the order of the head of the RSSU on the basis of the decision of the academic council.
8.3. RSSU informs state or local authorities about the accepted decision and they conclude a treaty on the special admission taking into account the competitive basis of the admission to the universities.

The quantity of seats for special admission in each orientation of training (speciality) is determined not later than one month before the beginning of the reception of documents and it mustn’t exceed the 30% level of the total quantity of budget seats in each orientation of training (speciality). The above-mentioned information is available to the university entrants and the public.

If there is a need in more seats for special admission, the quantity is adjusted with the Federal Training Agency and the Ministry of Education and Science of the Russian Federation.
8.4. The contract for target training of specialists of the appropriate level must be concluded not later than one month before the beginning of the reception of documents to the RSSU.

The competition on the special seats marked out by the Customer must be not less than 1-2 persons per seat in each study branch (qualification) mentioned in the contract. It must be done in order to admit those people who are the most capable of learning the main high education programs. 
8.5. The quantity of special seats can’t be increased during the reception of documents, entrance exams and the enrolment. 
8.6. If the parts which conclude a treaty with the University don’t provide competition on the seats which were marked out, the Entrance examination must cut down the number of seats and inform the state and local authorities as well as the entrants. All procedures of the special admission are registered by the transactions of the Entrance examination.
8.7. Those entrants who failed to pass the exams on the basis of special admission have the right to take exams on the common basis in all forms of education.
8.8. Special seats which remained free after the entrance exams and the enrolment are given to those entrants who have taken exams on common basis.

9. ENROLLMENT TO RSSU

9.1. Selection committee provides taking on RSCU and its branches the most capable and prepared for development of the basic educational programs of the higher vocational training of corresponding step entrances. It’s established on a summary of pass marks on introductory tests for relevant study branches (qualifications).

Taking of entrances is made by order of chancellor of RSCU on the basis of the report of Selection committee.

9.2. Entering of entrances is made separately in each study branch (qualification) and a mode of study at receipt on the first course of RSCU (branch).

9.3. Taking of entrances, who enters without special preferences to target places, on commercial base, is made separately. 

9.4. Taking on magistracy is made separately on each of master programs preparation and mode of study. 

9.5. Persons, who admit to RSCU (branches) without introductory tests:

Winners and prize-winners of the final stage of the All-Russia Olympic Games of schoolboys, members of national teams of the Russian Federation participating in the international Olympic Games in general educational subjects and generated in order, defined by the Ministry of Education and Science of the Russian Federation, in study branches (qualifications) corresponding to the profile of the All-Russia Olympic Games of schoolboys, the international Olympic Games;

Champions of Olympic Games, Paraolympic Games and Surdoolimpic Games in study branches (qualifications) in the field of physical training and sports;

Citizens of other categories whose privileges are established by the legislation of the Russian Federation.

9.6. Persons, who admit to RSCU (branches) out of competition in case of successful passage of introductory tests:

· Children-orphans and children without parental support, and also persons are elderly till 23 years from among children-orphans and children without parental support;

· Handicapped children, disabled people of I and II groups, for whom studying in institutes of higher education is not contra-indicated according to the resolution of medical and social commission of experts;

· Citizens are elderly till 20 years with  one parent only, disabled people of I group in case the income of each family’s member is below size of the living wage established in the corresponding subject of the Russian Federation;

· Citizens who were passing military service against the contract in Armed forces of the Russian Federation not less than 3 years, other armies, military formations and bodies on the military posts which are subject to replacement by soldiers, sailors, sergeants, foremen, and discharged from military service on the bases provided by subparagraphs – “b” – “g” point 1, the subparagraph "a" point 2 and point 3 of article 51 of the Federal law from March, 28th, 1998 N 53-FZ "About a conscription and military service";

· Passing military service against the contract servicemen (except for officers) whose continuous duration of military service against the contract makes not less than three years for internally-correspondence (evening) mode of study and tuition by correspondence;

· Participants of actions;

· Citizens, who was put to influence of radiation owing to accident on the Chernobyl atomic power station, namely:

· The citizens who received or have transferred radiation sickness and other diseases, connected with radiating influence owing to Chernobyl accident or with works on liquidation of consequences on the Chernobyl atomic power station,

· Disabled people owing to Chernobyl accident from number:

· Citizens (including temporarily directed or sent) consequences of accident taking part in liquidation within a zone of alienation or occupied on operation or other works on the Chernobyl atomic power station;

· Servicemen and the persons liable for call-up called on special gathering and involved in performance of works, the consequences of Chernobyl accident connected with liquidation, irrespective of a place of a disposition and carried out works, and also persons of commanding and ordinary structure of law-enforcement bodies, the State fire service, passing service in an alienation zone;

· The citizens evacuated from a zone of alienation and moved from a zone of resettlement or left in a voluntary order from the specified zones after decision-making on evacuation;

· Citizens who have given a marrow for rescue of a life of people, suffered owing to Chernobyl accident, irrespective of time last from the moment of transplantation of a marrow and time of development thereupon physical inabilities;

· Citizens (including temporarily directed or sent), accepting in 1986-1987 participation in works on liquidation of consequences of Chernobyl accident within a zone of alienation or occupied during this period on the works connected with evacuation of the population, material assets, agricultural animals, and on operation or other works on the Chernobyl atomic power station; military men and the persons liable for call-up called on special gathering and involved during this period for performance of works, the consequences of Chernobyl accident connected with liquidation within an alienation zone; persons of commanding and ordinary structure of the law-enforcement bodies, passing in 1986-1987 service in an alienation zone;

· Citizens (including temporarily directed or sent), accepting in 1988-1990 participation in works on liquidation of consequences of Chernobyl accident within a zone of alienation or occupied during this period on operation or other works on the Chernobyl atomic power station; military men and the persons liable for call-up called on special gathering and involved these years to performance of works, the consequences of Chernobyl accident connected with liquidation, irrespective of a place of a disposition and carried out works, and also the person of commanding and ordinary structure of the law-enforcement bodies, passing in 1988-1990 service in an alienation zone;

· Workers and employees, and also servicemen, persons of commanding and ordinary structure of law-enforcement bodies, the State fire service, the received occupational diseases connected with beam influence on works in a zone of alienation;

· The citizens evacuated (including left voluntary) in 1986 from a zone of alienation or moved including left voluntary, from a zone отселения in 1986 and the next years, including children, including children who at the moment of evacuation were in a condition of pre-natal development;

· The citizens constantly living (working) in zone resettlement before their moving out in other areas;

· Children and the teenagers, suffering illnesses owing to Chernobyl accident or the caused genetic consequences of a radioactive irradiation of one of parents; the subsequent generations of children in case of development in them of diseases owing to Chernobyl accident or caused by genetic consequences of a radioactive irradiation of their parents;

· Citizens of other categories provided by the legislation of the Russian Federation.
9.7. There are some groups of people who have preference to enter RSSU (branches): 

( citizens discharged from military service, children of military men who were killed in the line of duty or died owing to a military trauma or diseases;

( children of persons who were killed in the line of duty or died owing to a military trauma or diseases, in case of counterterrorism operations and\or other actions for struggle against terrorism. Classification of the persons who took part in counterterrorism operations and\or other actions for struggle against terrorism, becomes established according to federal laws;

( citizens who constantly live (work) in compulsory evacuation zone; 

( citizens of other categories provided by the Law of the Russian Federation;;

( persons who graduated from Social college RSSU (branch);

( persons who graduated from the faculty of pre-higher education of RSSU (branch), shown the corresponding certificate;

( winners (diplomas of I, II and III degrees) of academic competitions of RSSU, who enter the faculty with speciality which profile to academic competition;

( persons who finished educational institutions of the general secondary education or elementary vocational education, which have the state accreditation, with medals (gold, silver), and also the persons who finished with distinction educational institutions of intermediate vocational education, which have the state accreditation; 
( Persons who get higher marks for specialized admission test; 

( persons who have the publications (for speciality "Journalism").
9.8.  Enrolment in RSSU and branches should begin after admission tests, including additional creative and\or professional admission tests, and enrolment should be finished no later than 10 days before learning session.  

Enrolment order for persons who have right on entrance without admission tests must be issued upon the expiration of 5 days from the completion of getting documents and put up on the official RSSU website and at the information stand of admission committee of RSSU (branch). Persons who have right on entrance without admission tests must give original state-recognized document confirming education during this 5 days.   
9.9. Process of enrolment of persons who have successfully passed admission tests is carried out stepwise and includes:

 - summarizing of admission tests and announcement of full list ranked in descending order of marks of persons who have successfully passed admission tests, whom enrolment can be seen by admission committee in different conditions of enrolment, (then – list); 

- getting original documents from intending students, who are recommended for enrolment, covered by item 9.13 of real rules (then – documents);

 - the issuance of an order about enrolment. 

9.10. Enrolment to the first class Bachelor’s Degree Program and Specialist’s training Program (except intending students who apply for extra-mural courses) has following dates: 

27.07 - the full list of the persons who are recommended for enrolment, along with dates when persons who a recommended for enrolment can give original documents, on the official RSSU website and at the information stand of admission committee of RSSU (branch) ; 

03.08 – completion of getting original documents from persons who are recommended for enrolment; 

04.08 – the issuance of an order about enrolment of persons who are recommended for enrolment and who have given original documents.

Persons who are in the list of recommended for enrolment but have not given original documents within the established by real rules deadlines, are considered to give up the enrolment. 
9.11. In the case of presence of vacant places the further enrolment is carried out among the persons following in full list after the list of persons who are recommended for enrolment, before full filling of vacant places according to the following schedule:

05.08 – the full list of intending students with allocation of the second list of persons who are recommended for enrolment along with dates when they can give originals documents, on the official RSSU website and at the information stand of admission committee of RSSU (branch);   

12.08 – completion of getting original documents from persons who are in the second listing of recommended for enrolment; 
13.08 - the issuance of an order about enrolment of persons who are recommended for enrolment and who have given original documents; the full list of intending students with allocation of the third list of persons who are recommended for enrolment along with dates when they can give originals documents, on the official RSSU website and at the information stand of admission committee of RSSU (branch)

20.08 - completion of getting original documents from persons who are in the third list of recommended for enrolment; 
21.08 – completion of getting original documents from persons who are in the third list of recommended for enrolment;

9.12. Original state-recognized documents confirming education, document confirming Unified State Examination results and other documents should be returned to the intending students on a written application during the next working-day after filing of application. 

9.13. The persons entering the first course for Bachelor’s programmes training or   specialist programmes training should produce   in fixed by effective Rules terms to RSSU (its branch):

when enrolment on budget places – originals of the UNE results certificate (except the persons entering by the results of entrance tests, holding singly by RSSU (its branch)) and the state sample certificate;

when enrolment on fee-paying places by contracts, particularly when enrolment of the persons, having the Highest Vocational Education:

 for education as a student – originals of UNE results certificate  (except the persons entering by the results of entrance tests, holding singly by RSSU (its branch)) and the state sample certificate;

for the training as a listener – authenticated copy of the state sample certificate and USE results certificate (when entrance by USE results) and an enquiry from the university where he study.

Meanwhile, applicant, who sent the documents by post when  producing  the originals of the state sample certificate and USE results certificate should also  submit the original of the proving his identity document which copy was sent by post.
9.14. When entrance the simultaneous collateral assimilation of two basic educational programs in direction of training and qualifications of Higher Professional Education in RSSU (its branch) or RSSU (its branch) and another university the originals of the state sample certificate and USE results certificate in case of enrolment are produced by the applicant electively on that educational program where he will study. In case of  enrolment on  another educational program as a listener the applicant should submit authenticated copy of the state sample certificate and USE results certificate and an enquiry from the university where he study.

9.15. Listeners are enlisted on the places by contracts with education payment.

9.16. The order (orders)  of enrolment with noting points quantity, gathered in entrance tests both on the budget places and on the places by contracts with education payment are published on the official site of RSSU and on the information stand of Admission Committee of RSSU (its branch).

Enrolment on the budget places after enrolment of the persons, having the right to the entrance without passing entrance tests is carried out by RSSU in the following order:

· the persons, having successfully passed entrance tests including additional entrance tests of creative and /or professional direction (their granting) and having the right to non-competitive enrolment;

·  the persons, having  successfully passed entrance tests including additional entrance tests of creative and /or professional direction (their granting) with taking into account pre-emptive right to the enrolment.

9.17. Enrolment at the RSSU (branch) for education under Bachelor’s Degree Program and Specialist’s training Program at extra-mural courses for training under magistracy programs is carried out by admission committee of RSSU after completion of the admission tests no later than 10 days before learning session. 

Enrolment at the RSSU second and following courses is carried out during 15 working-days from the moment of giving complete set of documents in certifying commission of RSSU and not later than 10 days before learning session. 

9.18. In the case of presence of vacant places after enrolment by results of competition the founder in exceptional cases can give to the university  the right to declare additional admission for persons who have document confirming Unified State Examination results on the directions of preparation (speciality), which have important meaning for economic development of Russian Federation or region. Thus enrolment at additional seats should come to the end not later than August, 31st. 

Thus the founder without fail informs the Ministry of Education and Science of the Russian Federation of list of higher education institutions, which have the right to announce the additional admission.

9.19. The entrants, who have passed admission tests successfully but have not concluded a treaty and have not paid for education, don't enter the RSSU (branch). 
9.20. In case of the Federal Agency of supervision in education sphere and science finds the facts of carrying out of competition and wrongful enrolment which is based on doubtful document confirming Unified State Examination results, student is subject to expulsion in accordance with the established procedure. 

9.21. The entrants, who have not entered RSSU (branch), must take their documents from admission committee of RSSU before the 1st of September 2009   

Unclaimed documents are not sent by mail .
10. Additional clauses

10.1.  Decisions concerning admission at RSSU and its branches in the cases which have not been mentioned in the real Rules, are accepted by the rector of University, in accordance with RSSU Charter and the Law of the Russian Federation.
